School Begins

School will begin on Wednesday, September 7th,
with a full day session for Grades 1-6. Dismissal
will be at 2:30p.m. School uniforms (including
warm weather uniforms) are required to be worn
on the first day of school.

Kindergarten Orientation

Kindergarten class will be having an orientation on
Wednesday, September 7th, from 9:00a.m. to
10:00a.m. Parents and student should be at
school for orientation. This will not be a class-
room day. Parents you will take your child home
after orientation or if you are registered for the
Extended Day program you may use the program.
Kindergarten class will begin school as follows:

Kindergarten students whose last names begin
with the letters A-M only.

Friday, September 9th

Kindergarten students whose last names begin
with the letters N-Z only.

All Kindergarten students will be in session.

School Routine and School Security

As you know, St. Rose of Lima School has a secu-
rity system at the main entrance to the school
building. Just as in the past, access to the school
will only be attained through a buzzer system and
permission to enter. Parents that bring their
children (Pre-K3 through 6th grade) to school will
only be allowed to go as far as the hallway out-
side of the cafeteria.




"Arrival & Dismissal Policy”

A.M. Arrival at School

In the morning, the gym doors (back of building) will
open at 8:15a.m., to drop your child(ren) off. There
will be a monitor at that entrance so parents can be
assured their child(ren) are entering safely. Prior to
that time, your child(ren) will not be supervised, If
you must arrive prior to 8:15a.m., please walk your
child to the Before School Program in Rooms 101 and
102. The gym doors will be locked again after the
bell at 8:30a.m. If you arrive later than 8:30, you
must use the front doors and will be allowed to enter
after you use the buzzer system.

As we have initiated in the past, we will have a sys-
tem in the morning to alleviate traffic congestion in
the back parking lot (where all parents must drop of f
their child(ren). Drivers may enter the parking lot
from either entrance, Route 11 (Main St.) or South
Bay Rd., circle around and have their child(ren) exit
the vehicle at the back gym door and then follow the
one-way traffic pattern and proceed out Route 11
(Main St.) or South Bay Rd. The buses will discharge
the children at the first bell at 8:15a.m. in the front
of the school. If you are dropping your child off

at school, you must do so in the back of the

building as to not interfere with buses.

Due to tremendous and generous donations over the
summer, the used uniform exchange room will not be
accepting donations unftil further notice. The room is
well stocked so we encourage you to come and take
whatever gently used clothing you may need. We will
start accepting uniforms later in the school year.

P.M. Dismissal

The gym door will be unlocked for parents picking up
their child(ren) after school at 2:15p.m. Children are
not allowed to leave the building on their own. Par-
ents, you must come into the building and wait for
your child(ren) to be dismissed as a walker. Please
wait in the area outside of the music room. The
doors will again be locked at 2:30p.m. Parents who
come to pick up their children from after school ac-
tivities, must come through the front door. Please do
not seek admittance through the gym doors and leave
the door ajar o exit the same way. This is an unsafe
situation!

Facility Usage

Parents or leaders of groups using our facilities are
responsible to close any doors in the room they are
using. Also, they must leave the room exactly the
way they found it, and please do not touch or play
with any of the classroom supplies. If youare in
charge of a function of any type and are using the
school facilities, please fill out a work order and sub-
mit to the maintenance dept. at least 3 days in ad-
vance of the event. The work order will give instruc-
tions and requests for chairs, tables, set-up, etc.,
before your planned event.

“"Sign-In Please” and “"Walker Policy

AT ALL TIMES, parents are requested to
come directly to the office and "sign-in" our
book. Parents are not permitted to go to a
classroom unless permission has been given
from the school office and they receive a Visi-
tor Pass. Parents, we also need your coopera-
tion to only go to the location in the school you
signed in for. The classrooms will be disturbed
and you should not wander the halls. Please
sign out before leaving. Parents, we also need

your help with respect to your children being
picked up at dismissal time. We call these chil-
dren "Walkers.” FOR THE SAFETY OF THE
CHILDREN, if you are picking up your child,
please park in the back of the

school by the gym area. So

many times children are con-

fused as to what their instruc-

tions are for dismissal. They

feel they must call the parent

to confirm their plan. To help alleviate the
anxiety of the children, and to afford a clear
mandate to the teacher as to where the child
is to go at dismissal time, we have implemented
the following: Parents MUST send a note with
their child(ren) in the morning each time a
child is to deviate from their usual routine of
bus home from school at the end of the day:; or
attendance at the After School Program, etc.
If achild is to be picked up by a parent or oth-
er assigned person at dismissal time, the child
must bring a note in the morning of each day,
to be given to and kept by the teacher. Tele-
phone calls to the school

office of a child's instructions at dismissal
time must be used only in an emergency type
situation. A telephone call will be accepted in
this case. The child will remain in the class-
room until the parent or other designated per-
son arrives. If a childis to be picked up at
dismissal time each and every day, one note to
the teacher will suffice. If for any reason,
this will be deviated from, a note will be neces-
sary on those occasions. WE RELY ON THE
NOTES FROM PARENTS!

If you are going to be late picking your child up
as a walker, please call the school office.
Please do not ask the office staff or teacher
to stay with your child until you arrive. The
child can be accommodated at the After
School Program.

The price for a student's lunch this year will remain the same at $2.15. | strongly
encourage parents to prepay using checks, rather than cash. You can prepay in advance
as long as it is increments of $2.15 or $10.75 for 5 days. This does not mean your child
has to purchase lunch every day. | will keep track on a daily basis. Checks should be
made out to "St Rose School Lunch" and should include your child's name and room
number on the memo line of your check. Prepaid lunches left over in June will be carried
over to the students account for September at no additional cost. If you do not wish your
children to purchase snacks or ice cream with money off their lunch account please send
in a note, otherwise | will assume it is alright for them to purchase snacks and ice cream.

To welcome students back, the cafeteria will offer FREE lunch to all students on
Wednesday September 7th.. (Free lunch will also be available to all Kindergarten, K-
Prep and Pre-K students on their 1* full day of school.)

. If your child was receiving Free or Reduced lunches last year, he/she will still be
receiving free or reduced lunch only until September 30™. A new application must be
submitted yearly. All information and applications are kept confidential.

We are in need of volunteers in the kitchen to help prep and serve lunch on
Tuesdays, Wednesdays and Fridays. between the hours of 10am until 12:30 pm. If you
can help one day a week it would be greatly appreciated.
